Abbie Soneson, our school nurse, reminds all parents that if your child has a fever of 100 or
above, flu-like symptoms, vomiting, or diarrhea, he/she needs to stay home from school. Also, if
your child has a fever, it needs to be normal without taking Tylenol or ibuprofen (Motrin) for 24
hours before coming back to school. Please consult your Student-Parent Handbook for more
detailed information about ilinesses and attending school.

Treats at School

If you send treats to school with your child for a birthday or a class party,
please be sure that they are already cut or portioned and ready to serve. We
have very limited refrigerator/freezer space and are usually unable to

, refrigerate or freeze treats. Please keep this in mind when planning your

" child’s treats.

Invitations at School

In order to distribute birthday or other invitations to classmates at school, a student must have
one for each student his/her entire class. The only exception to this is that a student may
choose to only invite all classmates of the same sex, e.g., girls can invite all the girls in her
class, or boys can invite all the boys in his class. If your child chooses to invite only a few
classmates, he/she cannot distribute invitations at school. Please remember that school
personnel (teachers, secretaries, etc.) cannot give out phone numbers or addresses of students
for this purpose. If a student brings invitations to school and doesn’t follow these guidelines, the
invitations will be returned to you to distribute them outside of school.

Sack Lunch

If your child brings a sack lunch, he or she may purchase a milk at school for $0.45. If your child
brings something to drink from home, please note that it is against school rules to bring pop,
energy, or other carbonated drinks. Students are unable to re-heat or refrigerate anything at
school, so please be sure to store foods appropriately.

Medications at School

In order for school staff to administer medication at school, parents must fill out a medication
consent form. This includes prescription and non-prescription medication. Additionally,
prescription medications must be in the original labeled bottle or container from the pharmacist
with the child’s name, name of medication, and dosage. Non-prescription or over-the-counter
medications need to be in the original labeled container/bottle. This is in compliance with
Nebraska State law. The forms are available on the Holdrege Public Schools’ website,
www.dusters.org under the District tab (Health Services). You may also get a form in the office.

Enfermedad

Sack Lunch

Changes

Have you had a change to your home phone, cell phone, or workplace? Please be sure to let
your child’s school office know so that your information can be updated. It is very important that
we have current information so we can reach you if your child becomes sick, there is an
emergency, etc.

Safety

At Holdrege Elementary your child’s safety is very important to us. Some of the safety drills we
practice include Fire Drills, Tornado Drills, Lockdown Dirills, and Evacuation Drills. Please note if
you come for a visit we welcome you, however, we will ask everyone to get a visitor's badge and
sign in and out of the office. This makes visitors easily recognizable to staff and students.

Students should not arrive at schools before 7:30 a.m. There is no supervision and students
are not permitted into the building before that time. Students eating breakfast can go to the
cafeteria starting at 7:30 a.m. Breakfast will not be served after 7:55 a.m. If your child is eating
breakfast please have him/her to school before this time. Students should leave the school
grounds immediately after being dismissed from school.

Student safety is the most important thing when dropping off or picking up your children. Please
be careful when driving near the schools and watch out for all of the students. Students should
be using the crosswalk whenever it is available.

Holdrege Public Schools have a safety plan that is in place for all emergencies. In the event of
an emergency, it is important that you observe the following procedures:

e Do not telephone the school. We understand and respect your concern, but it is
essential that the telephone system be available for emergency communications.

e Tune your radio to 1380 KUVR for emergency announcements and status reports. You
will also receive instructions on where you should go and how/when you may pick up
your student. The Infinite Campus Automated calling system will be used to contact
parents in emergency situations .

e Do not come to the school until instructed to do so. It may be necessary to keep the
streets and parking lots clear for emergency vehicles. If evacuation is required, students
may be transported or walked to a location away from school. You will be notified of this
through the media bulletins.

e Talk to your student and emphasize how important it is for them to follow instructions
from their teachers and school officials during an emergency.

Carefully read all information you receive from the school. You may receive updates about our
safety and procedures from time to time.

This includes working
towards the goal that all
Nebraska  students  are
reading at or above grade
level by the end of third
grade.
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NebraskaREADS provides tools
and resources to support high-
quality literacy instruction for
all Nebraska students. The
inifiative  highlights  policies,
procedures, and practices
that guide the selection and
implementation of literacy
practices and  evidence-
based interventions, and
assists districts as they build
family, community, and school
partnerships to help students
become successful readers,
sefting them up ftfo learn,
graduate, and succeed. 17

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Reading is the KEY to learning

A student's ability to read is a critical
predictor of academic and lifelong
success. The Nebraska Reading
Improvement Act (Section 79-2601-
79-2607) ensures all students are
ready for success in school and
beyond. Starting in kindergarten,
strong reading policy and programs
help students get on track to grade-
level reading. The Nebraska Reading
Improvement Act and the Nebraska
READS initiative are designed to give
students every opportunity to gain
proficiency in early literacy skills that
will enable later access to
comprehension and analysis  of
complex text.

According to a report by the
Educational Testing Service (ETS) and
the Council for Chief State School
Officers (CCSSO), "Without adequate
reading and comprehension skills,
an individual's ability to pursue their
field(s) of interest, to become and
remain self-sufficient, and to engage
productively in society are greatly
curtailed." Many states across the
nation have recognized the need fo
bring renewed focus to eary
infervention for struggling readers.
The Nebraska Reading Improvement

Act and Nebraska READS initiative
emphasize  the need for pre-
kindergarten through 3rd grade
students to have access to high-quality
instruction, and for struggling readers
to receive targeted, individudlized
support. With these supports in place,
we can achieve greater equity and
assure ALL Nebraska students can
read independently and learn about
their world from complex texts across
content areas.

Fourth grade is an important year for
students. That is when they make a
bigger transition from learning how to
read fo reading more on their own.
Thereis ahigher expectation forstudents
to be able to read independently and
understand what they are reading.
Entering fourth grade as a grade level
reader can enable a student to read
independently, comprehend facts in
social studies and science, understand
word problems in math, and interpret
increasingly complex fexts in all
content areas. When students enter
fourth grade with strong reading skills,
they are better positioned for success in
the classroom, high school graduation,
and readiness for college and career.

The Nebraska Reading Improvement Act -
Nebraska's Approach to Literacy

In 2018, Nebraska's Reading

Improvement Act was enacted. The

Nebraska Reading Improvement Act,

which goes into effect for the 2019-2020

school year, takes a comprehensive

approach to improve the reading skills
of studentsin kindergarten through third
grade. It is designed to provide reading
instruction based on what works fo
position all students for success as
they progress through their education
journey and into college and career
readiness. The heart of the program
is early identification of students who
need extra reading help so that they
receive targeted intervention. The
following are key components of the

Nebraska Reading Improvement Act:

* NDE: NDE will provide a list of
approved reading assessments and
the threshold level of performance
for each assessment.

+ School Boards: School Boards
may develop policies for reading
instruction and intervention services
to address all students' reading
needs.

e Teachers: K-3 teachers must be
effective based on classroom
observations and student
improvement in reading, or receive
specialized training in early literacy.

« Assessment: Al K-3 students are
assessed three times per year with
an approved reading assessment
to measure progress and to support
teachers with targeted instruction o
meet individual student needs.

» Early Identification: Within the first
30 days of school, schools and
districts use the approved reading
assessment to assess students in

kindergarten through third grade to
identify those who may be have a
reading difficulty.

Parent Engagement: All parents or
guardians of K-3 grade students are
keptinformed of their child's reading
progress and parents or guardians
of students who are identified with
a reading difficulty are noftified in
writing no later than 15 days after
the identification.

Supplemental Reading Interven-tion
Frograms: Any stfudent identified with
areading difficulty must be provided
a supplemental intervention
program. The supplemental reading
intervention program should be
implemented during regular school
hours in addition to regularly
scheduled reading instruction unless
otherwise agreed to by a parent or
guardian.

Individual Reading Improvement
Plans: Any student identified with
a reading difficulty will receive an
individual reading improvement
plan no later than 30 days after
identification. The plan is created
in collaboration with the parent or
guardian and describes the reading
intervention services and support
the student will receive through the
supplemental reading intervention
program,

Summer Reading Program: Summer
reading programs are fo be made
available by schools for any siudent
in grade 1-3 who has been identified
as continuing fo have a reading
difficulty. Such programs may be
community-based (not affiliated
with the school) or offered online.

La habilidad lectora del estudiante es un
indicador crucial del éxito escolar y en la
vida. La Nebraska Reading Improvement
Act (Ley para la mejora de lectura de
MNebraska) (Seccion  79-2601-79-2607)
asegura que fodos los estudiantes
estén preparados para el éxito en la
escuela y mds adelante. A partir del
kinder, las politicas y los programas de
lectura sélidos ayudan a encaminar a
los estudiantes para que lean al nivel
de su grado. La Nebraska Reading
Improvement Act y la iniciativa Nebraska
READS estan disenadas para darles a los
estudiantes toda oportunidad de obtener
el dominio de las habilidades tempranas
de dalfabetizacion que les ayudaran en
la futura comprensién y andlisis de texios
complejos.

tercer grado. La ley esta disenada para
facilitar la instruccion de lectura segun lo
que funcione para ayudar a que todos
los estudiantes tengan eéxito mientras
avanzan durante su jornada educativa
hacia la universidad y preparacién para
una carrera. Al cenftro del programa
estad la identificacion temprana de
los estudiantes que necesiten ayudas
adicionales de lectura para que puedan

recibir intervenciones especificas. A

continuacion, los componentes claves

de la Nebraska Reading Improvement

Act:

* NDE (Departamento de Educacion de
Nebraska): EINDE facilitara unalista de
evaluaciones de lectura aprobadas y
el nivel de desempefio minimo para
cada evaluacion.

« Juntas escolares: Las juntas escolares
pueden desarrollar politicas para la
instruccion de la lectura y los servicios
de intervencién para apoyar a todos
los estudiantes en la lectura.

*  Maestros: Los maestros de kinder hasta
el tercer grado deben ser calificados
basados en ser observados en el saldon
de clasesylamejoraenlalecturadelos
estudiantes o recibirdn entrenamiento
especializado en los habilidades
tempranas de alfabetizacion.

« Evaluacion: Todos los estudiantes
desde el kinder hasta el tercer grado
seran evaluados tres veces al ano
mediante una evaluacion de lectura
aprobada para medir el avance
y para apoyar a los maesiros con
instruccion especifica para cubrir
las necesidades individuales de los
estudiantes.

Identificacion femprana: Antes
de cumplirse los primeros 30 dias
escolares, las escuelas y los distritos
escolares usardn la evaluacion de
lectura aprobada para evaluar a los
estudiantes desde el kinder hasta el
tercer grado para identificar aguellos
que puedan tener dificultad para leer.
Participacion de los padres: A todos
los padres o futores de los estudiantes
en el kinder hasta el tercer grado se les
mantiene informados del avance de
la lectura de su nino y se les informa
por escrito si cuenta con dificultad
para leer a mas tardar 15 dias después
de haberse identificado.

Programas suplementarios de
intervencion de lectura: A cualquier
estudiante que se le identifique
una dificultad para leer se le debe
facilitar un programa suplementario
de intervencion. El  programa
suplementario de intervencion de
lectura se debe realizar durante las
horas escolares y en conjunto con la
instruccion de lectura normal salvo
acuerdo contrario por parte de un
padre o tutor.

Planes individuales para la mejora de
la lectura: A cualquier estudiante que
se le identifique una dificulfad para
leer se le facilitard un plan individual
para la mejora de la lectura a mas
tardar 30 dias después de haberse
identificado. El plan se crea junto con
el padre o tutor y explica los servicios
de intervencion de lectura vy los
apoyos que recibird el estudiante a lo
largo del programa suplementario.
Programa de lectura en el verano:
Las escuelas deberan facilitar los
programas de lectura en el verano
para cualquier estudiante de
los grados 1-3 al que se le haya
identificado una dificultad continua
para leer. Estos programas pueden
ser comunitarios (no dfiliados con la
escuela) u ofrecidos por internet.
